» In October 2023, we responded immediately to
the emergency in Gaza by locally procuring and
distributing emergency food and hygiene supplies
through our Gaza-based partner, supporting over
500 people.

» We are continuing to distribute locally procured
supplies while also supporting trucks bringing in
essential aid from Egypt.

October 2023

We responded immediately to the emergency in Gaza
by distributing emergency food and hygiene supplies.

Provided support to 500 people

Food packs included: rice, pasta, canned goods, cooking oil,

flour, bread, sugar, salt, spices, milk, tea, coffee, and snacks
Hygiene packs included: toothbrush, toothpaste, soap,
shampoo, deodorant, razors, sanitary pads, toilet paper,
hand sanitizer, comb, nail clippers, towel, undergarments,
laundry detergent

December 2023

We provided essential support for pregnant women,
lactating women, and elderly women.

Provided clothing and dignity kits for 225 displaced
women in Gaza

Dignity kits included: shampoo, disinfectant, toothpaste,
toothbrush, tissue paper, wet wipes, floor cleaner, dish
soap, sanitary pads, bath sponge, disposal cups, laundry
detergent, nail clippers, toilet paper, scrubbing pad,
bleach, shaving cream, blades, soap, towel, and deodorant
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January 2024

Our trucks filled with food packs and medical supplies
made it to Gaza from Egypt.

e Food and medical supplies delivered to 75,000 people

e Food packs included: pasta, rice, packaged cheese, white
cheese, canned beef, canned beans, halawa, water bottles

e Medical items included: Zolendronic acid, Corticosteroid
cream, Paracetemol, Amoxicillin + clavulinic acid, Iron
sucrose, Metronidazole, Calcium D3 syrup (for children)

We collaborated with Imam Khalid Latif and Penny
Appeal Canada to raise funds for providing essential
supplies to the displaced population. This project is
on-going through August.

e Providing support to 48,100 people

e Distributing hot meals, food packs, baby kits, medical packs,
dignity kits, hygiene kits, water tankers, tents, medical
equipment and supplies



February 2023 NMarch 2023

We distributed medical supplies to Gazan hospitals. Our Gaza-based partner confirmed the local
availability of fruit and vegetables for displaced people.

e Medicines and medical supplies were used to treat over 5,000

patients e Provided food to over 6,000 people

o Distributed food baskets with bell peppers, eggplants,
tomatoes, cucumbers, potatoes, chili peppers, lemons,

socks. The hygiene kits included shampoo, soap, toothpaste
and toothbrushes, and other cleaning and hygiene products

We collaborated with healthcare professionals to
provide medical assistive devices to people with
physical impairments, children with disabilities, war-
injured persons, and other vulnerable people.

e Supported 9,468 people
e Provided wheelchairs, canes, crutches, assistive shower
seats, walkers, and blood pressure monitors
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June 2024

We supported Qurbani in Gaza, providing much-needed nutrition to vulnerable families.

e Distributed meat to 2,400 people in Southern and Central Gaza
e Provided 21 live sheep
